· Accept gracefully and abide by the decisions of the officials whether or not they are in favor of your team.

· Remain seated in the areas designated for spectators and leave the playing surface clear at all times.

· Be polite and courteous and use only appropriate language

· Refrain from any behavior that might distract the athletes or interfere with the progress of the game.

· Refrain from bringing food, coffee or drinks other than water into the gymnasium.
